Class Rules for  Chemistry Classes with  Ray Tedder

1. Students will come to class with their textbook and all supplies, every day.

2. Students will be in their desks and taking the daily quiz when the tardy bell rings.

3. Students will raise their hand for permission to speak.

4. Students will at all times behave responsibly and follow all instructions given to them quietly and promptly (students who do not understand why they’ve been asked to do something will ask those questions after class).

Supplies required for Chemistry Classes with Ray Tedder

· 2-inch Ring Binder (a locking ring binder is preferred).

· A composition book with a sewn binding (open it to the middle and you will be able to see the threads).
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· A scientific calculator (with exponential and root functions).  A good graphing calculator is a good investment but is not required.  I am most familiar with the workings of Texas Instruments (TI) calculators and can offer the most help with them.  I recommend a graphing calculator such as a TI-82, TI-83, or TI-85.  A less expensive calculator such as a TI-30X is less preferred but acceptable.

· Ruled notebook paper.

· A single page protector sheet, which is open ONLY at the top (in which the student will keep their composition book).

· A 3-ring pencil holder (in which the student will keep their calculator).

· Plain white notebook paper (you can use copier paper and punch the holes in the classroom).

· Black or blue pens.

· #2 wood or mechanical pencils.
